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Grant writing is a lot like digging for gold.  You move a lot of earth to reach your goal.  We have been busy digging and have hit a few nuggets this year.  The Volunteer Centers of Michigan, UAW Local 845 and the Doulos Foundation each have awarded New Hope grants in 2008. 

So far this year, New Hope has applied for more than 60 grants from foundations in Michigan, many of them with a focus on Christian non-profit organizations.

Thanks to the help of our volunteer and New Hope supporter, Margie Brace, the Hitachi Foundation has invited New Hope to apply for a Hitachi Foundation grant. Margie has a contact at Hitachi and helped write the letter to the company that resulted in the invitation.  Thank you Margie for making the connection that could lead New Hope to grant funding!
